LONGRANGE™ (eprinomectin), from Merial, is the first extended-release injectable cattle dewormer that provides cattle producers season-long persistent parasite control for 100 to 150 days in a single dose, dependent on parasite species.  The parasite protection LONGRANGE provides lasts long enough to break the parasite life cycle and reduce parasite burdens on the pasture.  It takes about 100 days of continuous parasite control to break the parasite life cycle and begin to reduce the parasite burden on the pasture.  The resulting benefit of breaking the parasite life cycle is better-performing cattle throughout the grazing season and pastures with lower parasite loads.


“LONGRANGE gives cattle producers a new way to think about parasite control,” says Joe Dedrickson, DVM, Ph.D., director of Merial field veterinary services. “Instead of treating cattle up to three to four times during the grazing season, which is what would be required from 


conventional dewormers, LONGRANGE gives cattle producers the option of a single treatment that will last all season. This means less labor for producers and less cattle stress and shrink.”  


LONGRANGE offers excellent efficacy against economically important parasites and hard-to-kill parasites and has all the benefits of a complicated and expensive strategic parasite control program in a single spring dose of 1 mL/110 lbs. of body weight.  


LONGRANGE is not for use in calves under three months of age or in female dairy cattle over 20 months of age.  It is also cannot be used in calves to be processed for veal.  Animals treated with LONGRANGE must not be slaughtered for human consumption within 48 days of the last treatment.  











For dairy producers, the most likely use of this new drug would be in calves and heifers that are put out on pasture in spring, helping to increase their growth rate and feed efficiency.

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Because lidocaine and xylazine are routinely used during surgery, we now recommend that cows having surgery be prescribed a course of Polyflex instead of Excede or Naxcel or Excenel.  There is no need to use an antibiotic with no milk hold when other drugs used in the surgery do require a hold.  Please ask one of the MVS veterinarians if you have any questions.
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 Three drugs commonly used in dairy cows have meat and slaughter withhold times that must be observed even though they are not antibiotics.  Lidocaine (the local anesthetic used in surgery) has a 72 hour milk hold and a 4 day meat hold.  The tranquilizer xylazine has a 72 hour milk hold and a 5 day meat hold when given intravenously or a 120 hour milk hold and a 10 day meat hold if given intramuscularly.    Lastly, dexamethasone has a 48 hour milk hold and a 10 day meat hold.

















Recommendations for Treatment of Scours in Calves
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  We have been receiving many questions lately concerning recommendations for the treatment of scours in calves.   We have discontinued selling or recommending the use of antibiotics such as trimethoprim/sulfa and ampicillin for scours.  By far the most common cause of scours in calves is viral and usually appears between days 7 and 14 of age.  Antibiotics are not effective against viruses and their use to treat this type of calf scours is ineffective.  Instead, it is best to use oral electrolyte solutions early in the course of the disease to help keep the calf from becoming dehydrated.  Dehydration is the usual cause of death from scours and if it can be prevented, the calf’s immune system can clear the virus.  It is important to follow the directions that accompany the electrolytes exactly. Too much or too little water mixed with the electrolyte powder can make the scours worse. Also, it is a good idea to continue to feed milk or milk replacer between feedings of electrolytes.


   For example, one could feed the electrolytes in the morning and evening and offer milk at two other times during the day.  We have several different electrolytes such as Hydra-Lyte, One Day Response, and Epic at Marshfield Veterinary Service and any of the veterinarians will be happy to discuss scours treatment and prevention with you.
